Minutes of May Meeting

· President Mike Tomme called the meeting to order at 7pm. Present were 13 members and 10 guests. Guests included Kevin Baker, Cilla Tomme, Brenda Jessel, Lynn, Sarah and Benjamin Dorney, Ludlow Adams (prospective member), David Wilson, Kevin Eliender, Bob Sapp (SAR State Genealogist.) 

· In the absence of Secretary Greg Dorfmeier, Compatriot John Sloan took meeting notes.

· Compatriots Lewie Dunn, Geoff Oosterhout and Bo Hill posted the colors and John Sloan led those assembled in the pledges and Compatriot David Jessel offered the Invocation.

· Sarah Dorney, the new GA CAR President and Kevin Baker, the CAR’s national 1st Vice President updated the Lafayette Chapter on CAR’s plans, thanked us for our support and hoped that we will continue it. 

· Bo Hill introduced David Wilson, who was dressed as George Washington. Mr. Wilson, of Grantville, GA, is a playwright who has written a patriotic play about the Revolution that he plans to present on July 4th at an 1828-vintage log cabin in Grantville at the Little League Park. He hopes the play will become an annual 4th of July tradition in his town. The play takes place on the 4th at 6pm.  It is called, “America the Great.” Compatriot Hill presented a speaker’s certificate to Mr. Wilson.

· On a motion by Compatriot Oosterhout and a Second by Compatriot Dunn, the April minutes were approved.

· Treasurer Ted Hackney presented his report (copy attached to these minutes) which was approved on a motion by Compatriot Douglas Stansberry and a second by Compatriot Oosterhout. However, after a question by Compatriot Jessel on whether the approval of the Treasurer’s report is necessary, President Tomme stated that the matter will be studied and ruled on by the B.O.M. 

· Lewie Dunn reported that recent events at Stone Mountain and a Home School convocation favorably exposed the SAR to upwards of 30,000 people. 

· The members discussed the chapter’s Memorial Day activities. These include 11am at Fayetteville’s city cemetery, 9 am at Peachtree City’s City Hall, 11:00 at Marietta National Cemetery, and a parade in Senoia.  The color guard will also be involved in Boy Scout activities at Marietta National on May 26 and at the Fayetteville Villages Amphitheater that evening. 

· Compatriot Sloan reported that the Peachtree City LDS church, which had been approached about receiving a flag certificate, has invited our presenters to make the presentation at a church picnic on the evening (5pm) of June 23. The church said it would feed those who came from our chapter. Sloan will follow up with President Tomme. 

· The Chapter recognized members who have served in combat situations by awarding them the SAR’s War Service Medal. These combat veterans include James Goodrum, Bo Hill, David Jessel, Ted Hackney and Ed Stoner. These medals were purchased by Ted. Other chapter members who are combat veterans will be recognized with medals at a later time.

· On a motion by Compatriot Hackney, seconded by Compatriot Hill, the chapter approved increasing our funding for Summer Interns at the VA hospital from two interns to 4. 

· Compatriot Jessel advised those who wish to purchase chapter jackets, shirts or hats to let him know as soon as possible, and provide a size. This would be a fundraiser for the chapter.

· After a motion to adjourn, Lewie, Geoff and Bo retired the colors, John led the group in the closing recessional, David offered a Benediction, and the meeting was ended at 8:25pm. Ted Hackney furnished the refreshments.
